STEWARDS REPORT: When questioned regarding the disappointing performance of THUNDER CZAR, J Cassidy stated that his
mount travelled fairly in the running but when placed under pressure from the 1000m the colt did not respond and finished the race
off disappointingly.  He added that in his opinion THUNDER CZAR did not handle the track conditions.  A post-race veterinary exam-
ination of THUNDER CZAR did not reveal any abnormalities. When questioned L Moloney (MURANGO) stated that he was under no
firm instructions from the trainer other than to find cover. He said that he began well and took up a trailing position, but was then
pushed three wide making the first turn.  When questioned as to why he then did not go forward he stated his mount was not travel-
ling well enough to do so. He added that in the conditions he did not feel his mount was disadvantaged as the going to the inside was
chopped up.

STEWARDS REPORT: Near the 600m MAGIC HOLIDAY was steadied from the heels of RAVENSWOOD which shifted in.
Approaching the home turn when endeavouring to improve into a run to the outside of FLEETWING, AURI bumped with
RAVENSWOOD on a number of occasions and in doing so shifted back and crowded the running of KWILA which then made contact
with the running rail.  In this incident AURI lost ground. Passing the 150m AURI, which was hanging out under pressure, carried
MAGIC HOLIDAY out onto the hindquarters of RULIQUE.  A post-race veterinary examination of KWILA found the mare to be lame
in the near fore leg.

STEWARDS REPORT: KAZZAAM and BRIDLE STAR  jumped awkwardly.  COLIN THE BRAVE  over-raced in the early stages.  When
questioned as to why he did make more effort to maintain his position in the middle stages inside RED CHEQUER, C Brown
(SEIRAWAN) stated that he was under instructions to get off the fence as soon as he could.  He said his mount was not travelling well
in the going and as the pace had been genuine he was reluctant to place his mount under full pressure so far from home. He added that
inside the 600m he got off the rail but as he was still inside the heels of BRIDLE STAR he was held up briefly in the early part of the
straight before switching across heels whereby SEIRAWAN ran home solidly. A post-race veterinary examination of COLIN THE
BRAVE did not reveal any abnormalities.
